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The report identifies and compares systems that rate the quality of evidence in individual research studies and compilations of studies addressing a common scientific issue.  
The report also provides guidance on the leading approaches currently in use for improving the quality of scientific evidence. Using well-specified criteria, the researchers identified 19 study-quality and 7 strength-of-evidence grading systems that people conducting systematic reviews and technology assessments can use as starting points for future evidence-based research projects.
